Whoever apprehends the said slave, and will deliver hime


to the owner at Poughkeepsie, in Dutchess county, or


to William Martin, of the New Paltz, or will confine


him in any prison, giving notice to his said master, shall


receive FIVE DOLLARS reward, and all reason-


able charges paid.
